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                    Chinese Australian Artists Donate $250,000 worth of Artwork 
for Victorian Bushfire Appeal - to be Auctioned in Beijing!

The Sydney Olympic Park Authority is proud to present 'Coming Home' the largest exhibition of Chinese Australian contemporary art ever to be held in the People’s Republic of China.
